 Soap  Chapstick  Hat
 Food items such as granola bars, small cans of meat, soup or fruit


2.  N EW B A B Y C O M F O RT B AG ( for a friend or pregnancy shelters) :

 Baby wipes  Gift for siblings  Child’s Bible
 Diapers  Snacks  Onesies
 Pacifier  Water bottle  Board book



3.  W E LC O M E B AG ( for new neighbors or new visitors to church) :

 Bible  Water bottle  Notepad and pen
 Helpful tips/map to find things  Hand sanitizer  Cookies or other treats
 Invitation to your home (for neighbors) to upcoming events (for church visitors)



4.  S C H O O L B AG S ( take to schools for students in need or to shelters) : 

 Pencils  Pens  Highlighter  Erasers  Index cards
 Colored pencils  Markers  Binder  Notebook/book  Bookbag
 Bible verse (if older can even hang in locker)
